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Whether the time in service was 20 or 35
years, reservists are entitled to certain medical
benefits through TRICARE.

There are a few TRICARE programs Re-
serve retirees can choose from in order to en-
sure medical coverage. TRICARE Standard,
TRICARE Retired Reserve and TRICARE
Prime are three of these programs which offer
benefits for retired reservists and their families.

Regardless of what TRICARE program the
retiree chooses, once the member turns 60 and
becomes entitled to medical benefits, they’re
also entitled to use a Military Treatment Facil-
ity for pharmacy, immunizations and optome-
try needs with no cost to the member or family.
